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ASSISTANCE FOR GRADUATE EDUCATION IN MATHEMATICS
AT THE UNIVERSITY AT ALBANY, SUNY

The Department of Mathematics and Statistics at the University at Albany, SUNY, requests GAANN Fellowship support for six fellows for three years. This is a single discipline application in the area of Mathematics. The fellowships will be awarded to new doctoral candidates who intend to pursue a career in mathematics research and teaching, and who meet eligibility criteria. 
The GAANN Fellowships will allow us to offer more competitive stipends bridging the gap of what our university can afford and what other similarly competitive programs are offering.  We expect GAANN Fellows to come to Albany to work with our prestigious faculty and graduate within 6 years. 
Attracting stronger students and helping our strongest students on their last year of their degree will have a measurable impact in the life of the department and the visibility of our program, enriching the dynamics between students and between students and professors.  
The Department is proud of its record of recruiting talented domestic students into its doctoral program (more than 90\% of our current Ph.D. students), including many women (about 30\% of our total) as well as candidates from groups underrepresented in mathematics, of its success placing students who have completed their degrees in an increasingly competitive academic job market, and of its success with previous GAANN fellowships grants. We provide a mathematically stimulating, nurturing, and supportive learning environment. Our efforts are rewarded with a high rate of degree completion. We implemented a close mentoring of students and a tight oversight of students’ progress that allows us to detect early possible problems and provide adequate support to students particular needs. With these efforts, students are able to keep on-track meeting the expectations of the program and graduate within six years.  

We anticipate fellowships of $20,000 per student per year, plus tuition and fees, totaling $512,400 for the three years combined. The University is fully committed to providing 25% of the requested funds and to continue support for up to five years for all GAANN Fellows, assuming satisfactory progress.  
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
