The CAS Research Development Program

The College of Arts and Sciences seeks applications for funds to support research, scholarship and artistic presentations. 
The goal of the program is to stimulate activity in all areas of the college. The program seeks to encourage the development of grant applications to external funding agencies.  It will give preference to applicants who have sought or are planning to seek external funding for their projects, or whose work will make the College more visible, regionally, nationally or internationally. 
CAS awards may be used for the following purposes:
· to support work on a new project or one in its early stages of development;
· to defray costs that are essential to a successful grant application, such as those associated with assembling collaborative teams.
Equipment and travel essential to the project are permissible expenses.
Criteria to be considered are:
· ability of project to increase the visibility of the College of Arts and Sciences in the local, regional, national or international arena;
or, 
· likelihood of project to lead to new external funding.
Funds Available: The College of Arts and Sciences plans to make several awards.  The typical award will be in the $3000 - $6000 range.  Faculty seeking larger amounts should apply to the Faculty Research Award Program (FRAP-A).
Restrictions: 
· Travel for the purpose of attending a conference is excluded.
· Funds must be expended before June 22, 2009.
· Only tenured or tenure track faculty are eligible to apply.
· Changes in budget after the award is made that involve personnel costs must be approved by the Associate Dean for research.
· Applications for support from this program and FRAP B for the same project are not allowed.
Applications:

(Please note the underscore between “cas” and “private”.)
· Applications should be submitted by electronic mail using the form available at the CAS website.
· Send the application to BLewis@UAmail.Albany.edu. In the subject field indicate “Research Development Application”.  If electronic submission is impossible, paper applications can be submitted to the college office (AS-217). Applicants will receive a confirmation of receipt and should not consider the application submitted until they do.
· Proposals may be submitted by individual faculty, faculty groups and chairs.
· The proposal may not exceed 500 words.  Part 1 should describe the activities to be performed (approximately 300 words) and Part 2 should describe the significance of the work in terms of the two criteria stated above (approximately 200 words).  A one-page budget (no word limit) should be included to justify the amount requested for the proposed activities.
