Many Perspectives on Literacy Response to 

Intervention Panel Discussion  

Dr. Donna ScanlonðUniversity at AlbanyðThe Researcherôs Perspective Dr. Scanlon joined the Reading Department 

faculty in Fall 2000.  Prior to that she spent many years as a researcher at the Universityôs Child Research and Study 

Center.  She is currently the Associate Director of the Center which is an organized research center that focuses primarily 

on reading development and reading difficulties.  Dr. Scanlonôs research initially focused on the characteristics of children 

who experience substantial difficulty in learning to read.  Later the focus turned to investigating the efficacy of various 

instructional approaches in reducing the incidence of long-term reading difficulties. Because much has been learned about 

how to prevent early reading  difficulties, her research focus currently revolves around preparing both pre-service and in-

service teachers to more effectively meet the instructional needs of children who find learning to read challenging. Most of 

Dr. Scanlonôs  research has been supported by grants from the National Institute of Child Health and Human Development 

and the United States Department of Education.  

 

Dr. Lori StrongðThe Teacherôs Perspective Lori is an Associate Professor of Literacy at The College of St. Rose 

and is the author of Teaching Adults with Learning Disabilities . Dr. Strong has served as a consultant for the NYS 

Education Department in designing and coordinating in-service workshops on teaching reading to students with 

disabilities. She also  advised the Literacy Council on developing a Resource Book for Teachers of Students with 

Handicaps.  She has participated in research studies for the Federal Government. She is a nationally certified trainer of 

LETRS and DIBELS and has presented   nationally on numerous literacy topics.  She brings a  wealth of knowledge 

and expertise on the  topics of: early    literacy, secondary literacy, diagnosis/remediation of reading problems, RTI, 

classroom based assessment, writing, and exemplary literacy instruction.  

Deborah DrummðThe Administratorôs Perspective Throughout her career in education Deborah Drumm has served as 

an elementary classroom teacher, staff developer and elementary principal.  Currently she is principal of Westmere 

Elementary School in the Guilderland Central School District.  Her school was recently honored as a 2008 National Blue 

Ribbon School of Excellence.  Deborah was awarded the CDAWA Administrator of the Year Award in 2007.  She is a
