The University at Albany has been preparing teachers for over 160 years.  Established in 1844 as the New York State College for Teachers, UAlbany is the oldest state-chartered public institution of higher education in New York.  With its distinguished history in teacher education, many of the University’s graduates have gone on to shape the educational system of New York, the Northeast, and the nation.  That tradition continues through graduate teacher education programs administered through the School of Education and the College of Arts and Sciences.

The Department of Educational Theory and Practice (ETAP) offers programs leading to initial certification to teach in elementary and secondary schools.  These programs are registered with the New York State Education Department. Students who successfully complete the program and pass the appropriate New York State examinations are eligible for initial certification to teach in their area of expertise.
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The TESOL Program seeks to educate exemplary teachers with a deep knowledge of their subject matter and a commitment to reflective practice.  Coursework is linked to fieldwork in diverse elementary and secondary school sites, where students begin a lifelong process of professional development and reflective inquiry.  The program also has a heightened emphasis on cultural diversity, the integration of technology into teaching and learning, the importance of language skills across subject areas, and methods of teaching exceptional students in inclusive settings.  Reflecting an ethic of caring in a democratic society, along with a commitment to collaboration, the graduates from our new program will become the next generation of educational leaders.
