There are a number of advanced capture procedures that enhance and improve the basic capturing process. Using the Advanced Capture tab in Video Capture, you have much more precise control over the capture process. You can also set clip properties such as the clip name and tape name.

	Setting Clip Properties
	 


You can set various clip properties from the Advanced Capture tab prior to capturing.

	Item
	Description

	Clip name
	Type a file name for the clip.

	Tape name
	Choose a tape name from the drop-down list or type a new tape name.

	Comment
	Type a comment for your reference, if desired.

	Rating
	Choose a rating for the clip from the drop-down list, if desired.


	Playing or Capturing from Specific Timecode Settings
	 


Using the Mark In and Mark Out buttons on the right side of the Advanced Capture tab, you can set specific timecode in and out marks that allow you precise control over playback or capture of a certain area on your video tape. You can place these marks while viewing the tape to eliminate guesswork.



1. Click the Advanced Capture tab.

2. Use the Transport toolbar to navigate to a place in your video tape where you would like to begin playing and logging timecode.

3. Click the Play button [image: image1]on the Transport toolbar.

4. To mark the place on the tape where you want to begin playback or capture, click the Mark In button [image: image2]. The timecode is recorded in the Timecode in field.

5. To mark the place on the tape where you want to end playback or capture, click the Mark Out button [image: image3]. The timecode is recorded in the Timecode out field, and the clip length is displayed in the Length field.

[image: image4]If you change your mind about your selected Timecode in or Timecode out setting, you can click the Mark In or Mark Out buttons multiple times until you are satisfied with your selection.

6. Once you have marked your timecode in and out settings, you can use this timecode to play or capture just that portion of video.

7. To capture the video, click on the Capture In/Out button. Video Capture seeks to the Timecode in setting and captures a clip using exactly the timecode in and out markings you specified. The resulting clip displays in the current bin of the Clip Explorer.

8. To play back the video, click on the Play In/Out button. Video Capture seeks to the Timecode in setting and plays the video using exactly the timecode in and out markings you specified. When Video Capture reaches the timecode you specified in the Timecode out field, playback stops.

[image: image5]Depending upon the Pre-roll setting you specified on the Advanced Capture tab of the Preferences dialog, Video Capture will actually seek to a point just before your Timecode in marking and begin to play from that point. When it reaches the Timecode in marking, it will either continue playing (if you clicked the Play In/Out button) or it will begin capturing (if you clicked the Capture In/Out button).

	Batch Capturing

Transport Menu




From the Transport menu, choose Advanced Capture, and choose Batch Capture from the submenu to display the Batch Capture dialog and begin the process of capturing all files you have marked for batch capture.

You can use Video Capture's batch capture feature for two purposes:

· Recapture offline media (for example, media clips that have been deleted)

· Capture one or more clips that you logged using the Log In/Out button on the Advanced Capture tab

[image: image7]It is very important to the batch capture process that the tape from which you are capturing does not contain any gaps in timecode. Discontinuities in timecode will cause unpredictable results with batch capture. For more information about timecode gaps and avoiding this problem, click here.

[image: image8]The batch capture feature only works with projects created in Video Capture version 3.0 or later, and only with clips captured from a DV camcorder. If you have a project you created in an earlier version of Video Capture, the batch capture feature will not work.

	Logging Clips for Batch Capture
	 


You can log clips for batch capture as you play your DV tape in Video Capture. This process allows you to mark specific timecode in and out settings for your clips all at once, and then batch capture the logged clips later.



1. Click the Advanced Capture tab.

2. Use the Transport toolbar to navigate to a place in your tape where you would like to begin playing and logging timecode.

3. Click the Play button [image: image9]on the Transport toolbar.

4. To mark the place on the tape where you want the clip to begin, click the Mark In button [image: image10]. The timecode is recorded in the Timecode in field.

5. To mark the place on the tape where you want the clip to end, click the Mark Out button [image: image11]. The timecode is recorded in the Timecode out field, and the clip length is displayed in the Length field.

6. To log the clip, click the Log In/Out button under the Length field. Video Capture creates a clip based on the Timecode in and Timecode out fields, and displays the clip in the current bin in the right-hand pane of the Clip Explorer.

[image: image12]If you change your mind about your selected Timecode in or Timecode out setting, you can click the Mark In or Mark Out buttons multiple times until you are satisfied with your selection. The clip is not logged until you click the Log In/Out button, and only the current entries in the Timecode in and Timecode out fields will be used to determine the timecode.

7. Once you have logged all the clips you want to capture, you can mark the clips for batch capture if this has not already been done. If the Automatically mark new offline clips for batch capture option is selected on the Advanced Capture tab of the Preferences dialog, your clips are already automatically marked for batch capture (a red circle appears in the lower right-hand corner of the clip graphic in the Clip Explorer). For information on marking your clips manually, click here.

	Marking Existing Clips for Batch Capture
	 


Using the Clip Explorer, you can manually mark any clips for later batch capture.

1. Select a single clip or multiple clips:

· For a single clip, click the clip. The clip is highlighted to indicate that it has been selected.

· For multiple adjacent clips, hold down the Shift key on your keyboard and click the first and last clip that you want to select. The clips, including those between the selected clips, are highlighted. Release the Shift key.

· For multiple nonadjacent clips, hold down the Ctrl key on your keyboard, and click each clip you want to mark. All of the clips you clicked are highlighted. Release the Ctrl key.

2. Right-click on a selected clip and choose Mark for Batch Capture from the shortcut menu. All selected clips are marked for batch capture (a red circle appears in the lower right-hand corner of the clip graphic in the Clip Explorer).

	Starting the Batch Capture Process
	 


Once you have marked your clip(s) for batch capture, starting the batch capture process is simple.

1. From the Transport menu, choose Advanced Capture, and choose Batch Capture. The Batch Capture dialog displays.

[image: image13]You can also click the Batch Capture button at the top of the Clip Explorer.

2. By default, all clips displayed in the Batch Capture dialog are selected for capture. If you want to remove any of the clips from the current batch capture, click the check box to the left of the clip to clear the selection.

3. Click OK to begin the batch capture process. The Capture Progress dialog displays.

4. During the capture process, you can make the following changes using the Capture Progress dialog:

· Skip This Clip: Click this button to skip the capture of the current clip.

· Skip This Tape: If your clips are from more than one tape, click this button to skip the capture of all clips on the current tape.

· Cancel: Click this button to cancel the batch capture.

5. When the batch capture process is finished, the Capture Complete dialog displays information about the number of clips that were captured, the number of dropped frames, the length of the capture session, and average frame and data rates.

· Click Show Clips to view a thumbnail of all successfully captured clips.

· Click Rename All to choose a different base name for all captured clips.

· Click Delete All to delete all captured clips.

· Click Done to close the Capture Complete dialog.

[image: image14]Clear the Show after every video capture session check box if you want to bypass the Capture Complete dialog in the future.
