We are looking for candidates who can enhance our undergraduate and graduate programs and are interested in collaborating with our established research groups. We are particularly interested in candidates who can teach or have taught courses in Statistics and/or Actuarial Mathematics. Preferred candidates will have postdoctoral experience and some evidence of independent funding or strong potential for developing a program of fundable research. Minority and women candidates are especially encouraged to apply. The University at Albany is an EO/AA/IRCA/ADA Employer and seeks to maintain a culturally diversified workforce.
Each application package should include: (1) AMS cover sheet, (2) a letter of application, (3) at least three letters of recommendation, (4) a teaching statement, (5) a description of current and future research, and (6) a curriculum vitae. At least two letters of recommendation must address the candidate’s research and at least one letter must address teaching. Applicants must also address in their applications their ability to work with and instruct a culturally diverse population.
