
Staff Associates (2 positions)

The Department of Reading of the School of Education at the University at Albany has two 
openings for Staff Associates beginning in Fall 2008. These are full-time, 12-month 
appointments, tenure-track. (Note: these were originally advertised as lecturers, non-tenure-
track; the staff associate positions carry the same responsibilities, but are permanent, tenure-
track appointments. The lecturer positions have been withdrawn.)

 Required:  Earned doctorate or near completion at time of appointment in literacy or a related 
area from a college or university accredited by a U.S. Department of Education (DOE) or 
internationally recognized accrediting organization or experience teaching at the masterÕs 
level. Applicants must address in their applications their abilities to work with a culturally 
diverse population.

Preferred: Experience teaching at elementary, middle, or high school in literacy-related 
position is highly desirable. Experience teaching online is also desirable but not necessary.

Responsibilities:  Teaching three graduate courses in literacy each Fall and Spring 
semesters, plus two courses in Summer, advising of MS students, and involvement in 
undergraduate future educator activities. Courses may be on-campus or online.
