X.4.7. The Council, through its Committee on Admissions and Academic Standing shall establish criteria for determining academic standing and admissions policy and its application. The committee shall include no more than eight members, including at least five Teaching Faculty, at least two of whom are on the Council, and no more than 2 voting members selected from Faculty or Staff who are not students or Voting Faculty.

X.4.7.1. It shall review changes to standards and procedures for admission to graduate study recommended by the schools, colleges, and departments.

X.4.7.2. It shall review changes in standards and procedures for admission to candidacy for graduate degrees recommended by schools, colleges, and departments.

X.4.7.3. It shall review such actions of the Dean of Graduate Studies or of school deans and department chairs dealing with academic standing or academic grievances as are brought before it by any interested party.

X.4.7.4. The committee shall submit all recommended changes and actions to the Council for final approval.
