VII.7.2. Committee on Ethics in Research and Scholarship
VII.7.2.1. Composition

VII.7.2.1.1. CERS shall consist of six Teaching Faculty at the level of Full Professor, at least two of whom shall be Senators. Each member shall commit to serving a term of three years and shall receive special training related to conducting academic integrity inquiries and investigations.

VII.7.2.1.2. The members of CERS shall be nominated for Senate approval by the Committee on Council Nominations of the Governance Council.

VII.7.2.1.3. The chair of CERS shall be selected by CERS from the continuing members. This selection shall occur in the spring for a one-year term to begin the following academic year. The chair shall serve on the Executive Committee of the Senate.

VII.7.2.2. Responsibilities

VII.7.2.2.1. Review implementation of the policy and procedures on institutional responses to allegations of misconduct in research and scholarship and recommend revisions to the policy and procedures as needed.

VII.7.2.2.2. Receive and review yearly reports from the Vice President for Research on the occurrence of cases pertaining to violations of academic integrity principles in research and scholarship and their disposition.

VII.7.2.2.3. Supply at least one member to serve on the Inquiry and Investigation Committees charged with evaluating allegations of violations of academic integrity in research and scholarship.
