Research Report – Interim Vice President for Research, Lynn Videka

Interim Vice President Videka presented an update of research at UAlbany. Council’s general feeling was that constructive feedback is helpful, but probably should not be as detailed as some of the external agencies, e.g., NIH.  Perhaps the review committee can determine a more appropriate balance.
