Participating schools are sent the PRIDE
questionnaire with explicit instructions for administering the anonymous, self-report survey.
Schools that administer the PRIDE questionnaire do so voluntarily or in compliance with a
school district or State request. For the 2003-2004 academic year, survey results are based
on students from 22 States. The following States participated in the 2003-2004 PRIDE
survey: Alabama, Alaska, Arkansas, Colorado, Georgia, Idaho, lllinois, Kentucky, Massachu-
setts, Minnesota, Mississippi, New Jersey, New York, Ohio, Oklahoma, South Dakota,
Tennessee, Texas, Virginia, West Virginia, Wisconsin, and Wyoming. To prevent any one
State from having a disproportionate influence on the summary results, random samples of
students were drawn from those States where disproportionately large numbers of students
were surveyed. Therefore, no State comprises more than approximately 10% of the sample.
The results presented are based on a sample consisting of 114,402 students drawn from the
503,732 students who completed the PRIDE questionnaire.
