3. Seidel: Query about secondary personnel files in departments; email Seidel if this is the case in your department. She is not speaking of supervisory files, but files rather than evaluative ones.  Discussion ensued. There are personnel files on everyone, and one usually needs an appointment to see one’s own. Is there a larger issue? Seidel is concerned.  How pervasive is it? The State says you can only have ONE personnel file.
