JAVA SE SDK Installation

1. Go to http://java.sun.com and click on the “Downloads” section. Select “Java SE”. 

2. First, download the plain JDK with JRE (JAVA runtime environment) already installed. Choose the appropriate installation based on your operating system. The filename should look similar to this: “jdk-1_5_0_08-windows-i586-p.exe”. Install this program using defaults.

3. To download the newest version of the “tio.jar” package go to the following website: http://www.soe.ucsc.edu/~charlie/java/tio/v2/, right-click on the “Download tio.jar” link, and select “Save As…” and save it on the Desktop. This site should also contain documentation for this package. 

4. Once downloaded, save this file in the following directory, making changes based on the version of the sdk, e.g. c:\Program Files\Java\jdk1.5.0_08\jre\lib\ext (this directory should be used to save all future .jar files)

5. Go to Window’s environmental variables (Start Menu ( Settings ( Control Panel ( System ( Advanced) by clicking on the “Environmental Variables” button located at the bottom of the window. Update your environmental variables in this manner:  Add these by selecting the appropriate Variable and then clicking the “Edit” button and adding the specified values. If the variable does not exist, click on the “New” button.

Under “User variables for …”, Add the appropriate path name changing the name based on version (make sure that these are at the beginning of the line) .

CYGWIN Installation (Windows)

1. Create a folder in the C:/ directory entitled “cygwin”. Go to the Cygwin homepage at: http://www.cygwin.com/ and click on the “Install or Update Now!” link. Save “setup.exe” c:\cygwin and run the executable. Select “Install from Internet” and indicate “c:\cygwin” as the Root Install Directory. Select the default install options for “All Users” unless you are unable to download for other users. Then, select an appropriate mirror site to download from. Packages can then be modified/added, but the default install options should be fine.


GNU Emacs Installation (Windows)

1. Download the fullbin version of the latest cygwin installation at: http://ftp.gnu.org/pub/gnu/emacs/windows/. The filename should be similar to: emacs-21.3-fullbin-i386.tar.gz   

2. Using a decompression client such as WinRAR or WinZip uncompress the file that you downloaded. Then, copy the emacs-21.3 folder to the C:\ drive.

3. Update your environment variable’s path statement to include the following (changing the name based on the version): c:\emacs-21.3\bin. Test to see if this is complete by typing “emacs” and pressing the “Enter” key in an open Cygwin prompt.
