1a. r=0.9131

3. If r has an absolute value of about 0.33 or greater, the t-statistic will exceed the critical value of 2.03 when n=36.

If r has an absolute value of about 0.22 or greater, the t-statistic will exceed the critical value of 1.99 when n=80.

4.  r = 0.3834

6. r = 0.5583; t=2.019 which is less than the two-sided critical value of 2.262, found using 9 df.  It is greater than the one-sided critical value of 1.833.
