Download US 2000 Census Summary File 3
Summary File 3 presents detailed population and housing data collected from a 1-in-6 sample that received the long-form questionnaire in the 2000 Census.  It includes 813 detailed tables from a sample of approximately 19 million housing units.  Summary File 3 data are organized in a hierarchical sequence down to the block group for many tabulations, but only to the census tract levels for others.  Summaries are included for other geographic areas such as zip code and congressional districts.

The following steps are used to download SF 3 data from census web site in a format that is easy for data analysis in Excel. 

1. Open census web site: http://www.census.gov.  Click on Summary File 3 (SF 3) inside the top section called United States Census 2000.  Then click on Access to all tables and maps in American FactFinder to American Fact Finder.  
2. Check the radio button for Census 2000 Summary File 3 (SF 3)—Sample Data.  A submenu appears on the right.  Click on Custom Table.  
3. Select Census Tract for geographic type, select New York for state, select Albany County and, All Census Tract, then click on the Add button.  All census tracts in Albany country are shown in the “current geography selections” list.  Then click on Next.  
4. Choose the table you want to download (for example, P1 total population) then click on Go.  All variables inside the P1 table are shown in the box below.  Check the variable (Total) you want to include and then click on Add button.  This variable is then shown inside the box at the bottom of the page.
5. Repeat Step 4 for other variables in other tables that you want to include (e.g. white, black… in the race table).  Then click Next.
6. Click on Show Result.   The table you customize is now shown.  At the top of the page, there is a link for Print/Download, click on this, then click on Download.   
7. In the new window, check either Microsoft Excel or comma delimited text, and then OK. You will then be prompted to save the zip file. Save the file to where you want to store it.
8. If your Windows XP blocks the downloading, you need to click on the information bar at the top of your browser and select Download File.  Then you may need to repeat Step 7 to download the file.
9. The file is in compressed form and cannot be opened directly into MS Excel or anything else.  You will need to use WinZip to decompress this file.  
10. There are two Excel files inside the zip file. One contains the data and the other contains the names of the places. The ID field that is shared by both of them is Geo_ID. You can combine the two Excel files using this ID.
