The Department of Environmental Health Sciences is currently recruiting for a Graduate Assistantship position to begin in the fall of 2008.  The successful candidate for this position will be a doctoral student with a strong interest in studying the effects of synthetic chemical compounds and heavy metals on human reproductive and endocrine function.  This individual will work closely with both environmental health scientists and epidemiologists in the design and execution of studies of environmental exposures and human health effects.  In particular, these studies will concern environmental and/or dietary exposures to organohalogen compounds and/or heavy metals and human fecundity, fertility and thyroid function.  
The graduate assistant will participate in an ongoing pilot study of, as well as the development of a larger more comprehensive study of, environmental and dietary exposures to heavy metals and reproductive outcomes among couples employing assisted reproductive technologies (i.e., such as in vitro fertilization).  This position will involve extensive participation in data cleaning and analysis, the writing of and submission of manuscripts for publication in peer reviewed journals, as well as grant writing for federal monies.  This position will also require assisting in the teaching of approximately one course per semester, related to environmental exposures and human health, at the undergraduate or graduate level.  
The successful candidate must be accepted into the Department of Environmental Health Sciences, School of Public Health, University at Albany.  Preferred candidates will have completed introductory coursework in epidemiology and biostatistics, with SAS programming competence, and environmental health or toxicology.  Otherwise qualified candidates will be expected to complete these courses during the first year of study.
